Declarations of interest: None. Constitution checked as correct.
Approval of minutes:  29.03.2018 Unanimous agreement. (CT pointed out that the figures at No. 9 were meaningless without a timeframe; CV said she had no response from AR to her request for this detail). 
Matters arising (not on agenda): None
General Data Protection Regulations:
· Parish Clerk, Sue Bond is working on Data Protection update to comply with new regulations due on 25th May. SPNPSG will be covered by this as a subsidiary of PC. G’A will circulate members with the draft.
· CT asked again that requests for email addresses should be circulated via Spotlight. This was rejected. Instead it was proposed that CT liaise with Katie (PS) to produce version of CT’s draft to be handed out at Community events.
· Members decided against the offer of new dedicated emails similar to PC members,
except for DN.
Update & review projects with ongoing support from Place Studio:
· DN gave G’A map prior to meeting, highlighting areas to be considered as Local Green Spaces. Further work with Georgina Perry (PS) awaits further grant funding.

· Parish Council Annual Meeting: 7.30pm May 8th in Pavilion. G’A, CV and PA offered to be there as representatives of NPSG.

· Seend Breakfasts: July and August. Contact to be made with Jenny Dalton for permission to have an information stand. 
· Flower Show and Fete, August 11th. Community Centre and Lye Field.
· Wrist band purchase: it was agreed to go ahead with this for the School May Fayre. Script to be: ‘My neighbourhood – my views matter’ followed by web address. CV given license by the group to use her discretion over wording and costs and quantity. 
Website and emails:
· G’A picked up email from Land Agent requesting knowledge about state of NP. G’A asked PS to respond.
· CT tabled a motion that it was time to employ a paid professional website designer. CV seconded this. It was agreed unanimously that quotes from 2 providers should be sought. Camelot Media and Honeystone.com were chosen as local firms. KR proposed that a sub-group was formed of GA, CV and CT to approach these firms and ask for alternative quotes covering work to upgrade our present website, OR to create a new website from scratch. All agreed on the urgency with which this should be done. Both GA and CV produced recent photos for use. GA will email AR to inform her of this decision, and retrieve CDs and other web material.

· Place Studio’s quotation 2 for work through to the completion of the NP. CV proposed that this should be accepted and was seconded by KR and agreed unanimously. CV to proceed with grant application.
