      CV said PS  advised removing footpaths and bridle ways from the Community Facilities.

Report on open lock day, 10.03.2018, more than 700 people came to    
    this event. Thanks to CA, CT and PN for representing us at this event. Some interest from local  
    people was evident.

It may be that PS could  
    produce some for us.
