Meeting Minutes
27/10/2016, 7.30PM  The Pavillion

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE – Carola Thorpe, Tony Murch, Paul Manning
    In Attendance – Georgina A’Bear, Sue McCulloch, Sarah Chard, Steve Vaux, Aldetha Raymond, Kevin Rigg, Pamela Akerman + Brian Hunt and Philip Proven (Lye Field) + Steve Dewar (new resident in Seend).	
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – Steve Vaux declared a possible conflict of interest with regard to the Lye Field.  To be discussed further as appropriate.
3. APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Amendments agreed and minutes approved.
4. MATTERS ARISING (Not already on Agenda) – Sue McCulloch has met with Simon Ellinger, who is happy to give informal advice, if requested.  He recommended taking photos of buildings in the village that we want any development to be in keeping with/sympathetic too.
Georgina A’Bear has contacted Worton Neighbourhood Plan, they are happy to liaise with us – ongoing.  Georgina has also spoken to Vicky Burvill regarding liaising with neighbouring parishes – advised that whilst not a requirement, it’s a good idea to keep them updated regarding any milestones we reach.

5. SUB-GROUPS
    Traffic Sub group has attended the Parish Council meeting re their traffic report (as yet unpublished – any amendments to Nigel Knott asap).  Georgina A’Bear will comment regarding the recommended 30mph speed limit for the whole parish – it was felt that this was inappropriate for roads such as Bath Road.
    Mapping sub group – Work in Progress.  Kevin Rigg is awaiting a response from Janet Giles regarding the woodland area adjacent to canal, and will invite her to a future meeting to discuss planning and planting of woodland.  Aldetha Raymond would also be involved as Tree Warden.
6. VISION STATEMENT – Steve Vaux circulated copies of Ashton Keynes neighbourhood plans methodology (attached).  Comments also received from Vicky Burvill (attached).  Steve Vaux to further draft, with Headings – Visions – Policies as per her suggestion, and refer to Steering Group for further discussion.  Sue McCulloch to help Steve Vaux with this.

7. Business Survey.  4 responses received so far, Sue McCulloch collating.  A three-week follow-up is planned.  The report, based on data received should be available at the end of January.
8. Ashton Keynes methodology document – can be used for SHLAA and non-SHLAA sites.  It was felt that we need to identify all sites for possible development then assess each using this methodology.  Kevin Rigg and Steve Vaux requested a copy of the list of potential developments generated by the Housing Needs Survey, so they can all be assessed as above.  Sarah Chard to assist Steve Vaux with this.  The Link Officer will be attending the next meeting.
9.  Housing Needs Survey.  Georgina A’Bear received an acknowledgment email from Wiltshire Council on 12 October, nothing since.  Jonathan Seed to follow up.  Once report is received, sub group proposed to look at housing numbers/needs etc.
10. WEBSITE and EMAIL – 154 page views from 79 unique visitors reported.  No new emails received.
11. SPOTLIGHT – Carola Thorpe to  draft report for Dec/Jan issue, with season’s greetings etc.  Update re Housing Needs Survey, possibly include Traffic Survey (subject to sub-group approval), and advise the Business survey results will be in Feb issue.  Also remind parishioners that Steering Group meetings are open to all, and volunteers are welcome.
12.  FINANCE – Costs associated with Business Survey and also renewal of website to be forwarded to Rosemary Fisher.
13. ACTION PLAN REVIEW – has been updated and is available online.
14.  AOB.  Lye Field issues with Right of Way.  Brian Hunt and Philip Proven (Lye Field Trustees) attended and outlined issues that have arisen as a result of the McDonald Field not being correctly filed with the Land Registry , when the original right of way was changed.  The Trustees are currently under threat of legal action in connection with this.
Steve Vaux requested that the settlement boundaries be considered, currently three discrete settlements in Seend, each have different weighting.  However, consider as a whole area, rather than separate – refer to Vicky Burvill for advice.
Suggested that broadband accessibility for the Pavilion would be useful – alternative would be to use the Community Centre when access required.
Steve Dewar introduced himself – previously Potterne resident and involved in their Neighbourhood Plan.  Particularly interested in engaging younger people within the parishes.
Pamela Akerman is now a Parish Councillor – this alters the ration of Parish Councillors on the Steering Group, and needs to be reviewed.
