1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE - Kevin Rigg, Pamela Akerman, Bruce Talmadge (Traffic Group)

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST - None
3. APPROVE MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Some revisions required, Carola Thorpe to action and circulate by email.  5 approvals required by return.                                                                                                                      
4. MATTERS ARISING (Not already on Agenda) – Neighbourhood Plan: Steve Vaux advised that he had looked into ONS regarding local economy, and not found anything useful locally.
Tony Murch reported that Consultants have been appointed to consider alternative uses for the Bell, and that the PC may be seeking to have it declared a Village Asset, which would put a 6 month delay on any planning application/approval.
Vicky Burvill has advised regarding Terms of Reference, which are required.  Tony Murch said he thought these should have been given by Parish Council to steering group, and he is concerned that there may difficulties reconciling potential differences between the two.  He will look at existing constitution and Terms of Reference info, to where the two can be possibly be simplified and agreed.
5. SUB-GROUPS
    Traffic Sub group reported that the results collated from the Workshop/Consultation event have been incorporated into latest mapping.  Version 2 to be finalised shortly and presented at next Parish Council meeting, with reference to Core Policy statement regarding heavy traffic.  Neighbourhood Plan wishlist (based on our initial research) also to be incorporated.  A pdf of the draft report to be circulated prior to PC meeting.  Brian and Nigel also stated that as Bruce Talmadge is leaving the village, they would be unable to continue the work unless they could recruit another helper.  They left the meeting at this point.
    Mapping sub group – no report so far.  However, Bowerhill Parish Clerk has requested that the picnic area should be included in this Neighbourhood plan.  Kevin Rigg continuing to work on mapping.
6. VISION STATEMENT – Steve Vaux circulated a draft Vision Statement following the last meeting.  Georgina A’Bear will submit this to Vicky Burvill for comment and feedback – draft version to be published on the website (subject to her approval).
7. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
The response to the community stakeholder letter was very poor – disappointing.  Steve Vaux suggested that we need to raise the profile of the Neighbourhood Plan in the Parish again.
Business survey is ready to send out – Steve Vaux suggested that we make links to Neighbourhood Plan and Wiltshire Council websites in online version.  Sarah Chard and Sue McCulloch to liaise with regard to sending email version using existing gmail account.  Kevin Rigg has offered to help with delivering hard copies (with SAE) to businesses without email.  There was some discussion regarding inclusion of farmers and landowners – it was felt they had more to offer on the environmental questions, but the survey will be sent to those with active businesses within the Parish.
8. HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY – Still no response from Wiltshire Council.  Georgina A’Bear to chase again, and refer to Vicky Burvill if unable to contact relevant person.
9. WEBSITE and EMAIL – 175 page views from 72 unique visitors reported.  Steve vaux to upload constitution and minutes, when approved.  Also draft Vision Statement (subject to approval).
10. SPOTLIGHT – Carola Thorpe to refer to draft Vision Statement (subject to approval) and Business survey, and direct to website for further information.
11.  FINANCE – Costs associated with Business Survey and also renewal of website yet to be submitted.
12. ACTION PLAN REVIEW – has been updated and is available online.
13.  Simon Ellinger is covering Neighbourhood Plans as part of degree course – Sue McCulloch to contact and see if there might be mutual benefit in involving him in some way.
Tony Murch followed up regarding possible collaboration with Worton NP group, and asked if we are required to liaise/consult with neighbouring parishes.  Georgina A’Bear to discuss with Vicky Burvill.
